Leadership Challenge #1 

READ ALOUD 

Skill – An important part of being a leader is the ability to present your ideas verbally. This challenge will help you practice using your voice to present ideas. You will work on developing appropriate pace, volume, and phrasing by choosing and reading a short passage of text to your fellow class members. 

Step 1: Choose a passage! – Find a 10-15 line passage of text. This can be from a poem, short story, play, screen-play, magazine article, blog post, song, T.V. show book or any other source. Your passage must not include any content that would be inappropriate for school and it may not be a piece of your own writing. You need to bring a copy of your passage by Wednesday September 14. (Preparation) 

Step 2: Prepare your passage. – Word process and print your passage. It should be printed using 14-point Verdana font, double-spaced. This will be your script. You will mark up this document and use it for your final performance. Your script must be ready by Thursday September 15. (Preparation)
Step 3: Practice! – You will have time in class to practice. You will log your practice and the feedback you get. You will use this log to assess yourself on this project. (Preparation)
Step 4: Performance! – You will read your passage to the class! Performances will be scheduled next week. You will sign up for a performance time on Thursday September 15. (Performance)
Project Scoring: You will use the following rubric to give yourself as score for the preparation phase of this project. You will receive the performance rubric on Thursday September 15.
